Hing Ning Road, Hing Fong Road, Kwai Fuk Road, Yeung Uk Road, Tai Ho Road, 

Tsuen Wan West Station, Tai Ho Road, Castle Peak Road (Tsuen Wan), Castle Peak 

Road (Kwai Chung), Cheung Wing Road, Wo Yi Hop Road, Lam Tin Street and Wo

II. Stopping Points

(2) Access road in Metroplaza* 

(3) Tsuen Wan West Station* 

 

* Prior approval should be obtained from the concerned management parties for the
